C. Acclimatization: Store panels in room where they will be installed for not less than 72 hours.

1.7 Warranty

35-year warranty is available for private residences. Five-year warranty is available for other projects. See warranty forms for coverage.

3. [Substitution Limitations: Substitution requests shall be submitted in accordance with Division [00] [01] and shall include:

a. Documentation that manufacturer has five years experience manufacturing concrete panels equal to specified panels.

b. Documentation of three projects of size and with quality required on Project. Provide photographs of work, project address, and name and contact information for project designer, contractor, and owner.

c. Sample four full-size panels demonstrating range of color and appearance [of each color specified].
d. Submit test reports demonstrating compliance with specified manufacturer’s products.

B. Description:

1. Size: 1200 x 600 x 4 mm (47-1/4 x 23-5/8 x 1/8 inch). 
2. Composition: Portland cement concrete with recycled fiber reinforcement. 

3. Color: [Natural Grey] [Dark Grey] [Mineral White] [To be selected from manufacturer’s standard colors] [Custom].
4. Variations in color and appearance characteristic of natural concrete are acceptable.
5. Volatile Organic Compound (VOC) Emissions: Green Leaf certified, VOC free
6. Toxin Free: Product is formaldehyde and asbestos free

2.2 Accessories
A. Adhesive: Concreate Wall Panel Adhesive.
B. Repair Products: Concreate Concrete Floor Repair Powder and Concreate Floor Repair Oil.
C. Cleaning Products: Types recommended by panel manufacturer and as manufactured by Wood Care Denmark (WOCA), www.woodcareusa.com.
Outside corners or exposed edges of wall paneling can be left exposed or finished with trim. Extruded aluminum or bronze shapes are among your many choices and can be described below. Show locations on Drawings.

An attractive way to protect the bottom of wall paneling from damage and scuff marks is to use a dark colored strip of Concreate Floor. Show locations on Drawings or in finish schedule.

1. Product: Concreate Flooring.

PART 3 -  EXECUTION

3.1 Preparation

A. Inspect substrates to which paneling will be installed. Do not begin installation until:

1. Work to be installed behind paneling is complete and approved.

2. Substrates are within manufacturer’s tolerances for flatness and alignment.
3. Substrates are firm and cohesive.

B. Remove loose paint, oil, dust, and other materials that can interfere with adhesive bond.

3.2 installation
A. Install in accordance with manufacturer’s written instructions.
B. Pattern: Install panels [[horizontally] [vertically] in [running] [stack] bond.] [as shown on Drawings.]

3.3 Repair and protection

A. Repair minor scratches and chips with repair materials. If damaged work cannot be repaired to satisfaction of Architect, removed damage work and replace with new materials.

3.4 FINAL CLEANING
A. Clean paneling immediately prior to Substantial Completion following manufacturer’s written instructions.
